Committees:

Bylaws Committee:

Annual Retraining Relocation Exploration Committee:


Marc Hackett introduced the committee as Jeff Dwyer, Wendy Bailey, Trey Lucy, and Karyn Lawrence.

Jeff Dwyer advised the membership of the continuing issues with the Wyndham and why the Board chose to move on from there. Some of the issues included continued decline in the upkeep of the hotel, failure of the hotel ownership to fix any of the issues, reservation issues, turnover of the hotel staff, COVID-19 concerns, and the possible restrictions on the number of members who could attend. Jeff continued saying that there are other hotels in the Va. Beach area that could accommodate us, namely the Holiday Inn North Beach, the Sheraton, and possibly the Delta Hotels Virginia Beach Bayfront Suites. However, with other hotels there would be issues such as where and how the Hospitality Suite could be held. There are also cost issues with other hotels over the Wyndham, mainly substantially more expensive including higher room rates. Other topics mentioned were changing the time of year that Annual Retraining is held and/or possibly changing the location within the state. Marc suggested that the committee develop an information sheet detailing the necessary requirements for Annual Retraining for members to use when approaching different venues. 

The committee will continue to work and report to the membership throughout the year.
